Library Suspending Programs and Meeting Room Usage

WHAT: Starting Wednesday, March 18, 2020, Bismarck Veterans Memorial Public Library 
will suspend Library programs and meeting room usage indefinitely, based on 
recommendations from the Center for Disease Control and City of Bismarck Public 
Health Director regarding COVID-19. Individuals who have pre-paid their meeting room 
reservations have the option of being refunded or donating the fee to the Library. 

At this time, the Library will remain open to the public. The Library is striving to provide 
as safe an environment as possible for the public, employees, and volunteers. In 
addition to our regular cleaning procedures, we are increasing cleaning of all public and 
employee areas with EPA-registered disinfectant for use against human coronavirus. 
We also have hand sanitizer dispensers available at all public access points.

The Library requests that individuals who are ill, coughing, and/or have a fever 
refrain from visiting the Library and follow recommendations to self-quarantine.

Re-opening to the Public, Phase II -- Bismarck Veterans Memorial Public Library

WHAT: The Bismarck Veterans Memorial Public Library will be re-opening to the 
public with limited hours of operation starting Monday, July 6th. Hours 
of operation will be 9:00 AM to 5:00 PM, Monday through Friday.
Beginning July 6th, the Library will be open to the public with the following 
services available: access to the collection; checkouts and returns; reference 
assistance; limited computer access; limited study seating; printing, copying, 
and faxing; and Wi-Fi access. No-contact curbside pickup and virtual programs 
will continue to be offered. Meeting room access and in-building programs will 
remain suspended until further notice. Patrons are asked to heed social distancing 
recommendations and to consider wearing a mask when visiting the Library. The 
Gifted Bean Coffee House inside the Library will also be re-opening on July 6th.
The Bismarck Veterans Memorial Public Library is eager to welcome the public 
back into the building after being closed due to the COVID-19 pandemic, 
but the impact of construction in progress on the building’s heating and air 
systems will require the Library’s closure to be extended until July 6th.
While the Library remains closed, patrons will continue to be able to check out items 
via no-contact curbside pickup service. The Library will also continue to offer free 
Wi-Fi in the parking lot; reference services via phone and email; virtual program 
opportunities for all ages; Library card sign-up; check-out of digital content such as 
e-books, audiobooks, magazines, and movies; and access to over 50 research databases.
