Library Suspending Programs and Meeting Room Usage

WHAT: Starting Wednesday, March 18, 2020, Bismarck Veterans Memorial Public Library 
will suspend Library programs and meeting room usage indefinitely, based on 
recommendations from the Center for Disease Control and City of Bismarck Public 
Health Director regarding COVID-19. Individuals who have pre-paid their meeting room 
reservations have the option of being refunded or donating the fee to the Library. 

At this time, the Library will remain open to the public. The Library is striving to provide 
as safe an environment as possible for the public, employees, and volunteers. In 
addition to our regular cleaning procedures, we are increasing cleaning of all public and 
employee areas with EPA-registered disinfectant for use against human coronavirus. 
We also have hand sanitizer dispensers available at all public access points.

The Library requests that individuals who are ill, coughing, and/or have a fever 
refrain from visiting the Library and follow recommendations to self-quarantine.

Bismarck Veterans Memorial Public Library Offering No-Contact Curbside Pickup

WHAT: As part of a phased reopening of the Bismarck Veterans Memorial Public Library, the 
Library is pleased to announce the availability of no-contact curbside pickup services 
starting on Monday, May 11. Pickup hours will be Monday-Friday, from 10 AM to 5 PM. 
Patrons may place hold requests on up to five (5) items per library card via the Library’s 
online catalog or by calling the Library. Patrons will receive a notice by text, email, or 
mail when their requested items are ready for pickup. To pick up items, patrons are 
instructed to park in one of the numbered parking spots in the Library’s north parking 
lot, call the Library, and provide their library card number. Items will then be checked out 
and delivered to their cars. 

Patrons may continue to return material in the Library’s exterior book drops. Items 
checked out may appear overdue, but fines will not accrue while the Library is closed to 
the public. 

The Bismarck Veterans Memorial Public Library is excited to resume sharing its 
collection of books, movies, games, and more with the community. While the Library 
building remains closed due to COVID-19, the Library will continue to offer free Wi-Fi 
in the Library’s parking lot; reference services via phone and email; virtual program 
opportunities for all ages; Library card sign-up; check-out of digital content such as 
e-books, audiobooks, magazines, and movies; and access to over 50 research databases.
